Copying text from ZBList to the Windows Clipboard:
At this time, ZBLIST can only copy whole lines of text to the Windows clipboard.  This can be done in LIST mode, whether listing an ASCII file or listing a file in Hexadecimal.

To move a single line of text to the clipboard:  
The first step is to “mark” the line.  While viewing the file with ZBList, move the line to the top or the bottom of the screen.  If the line to be “marked” is at the top of the screen, hit CTL-T (hit “T” while holding down the control button).  If the line to be marked is at the bottom of the screen, hit CTL-B.  Now hit CTL-C, and the marked text has been moved to the Windows clipboard.
To move a block of lines to the clipboard:

The first and lasts line of text in the file must be “marked” for copying.  It is not necessary to mark the beginning of the text-to-be-copied first.  The first step is to mark the first (or last) line of the text.  While viewing the file with ZBList, move the first (or last) line to the top (or bottom) of the screen.  If the line to be “marked” is at the top of the screen, hit CTL-T.  If the line to be marked is at the bottom of the screen, hit CTL-B.  Now move the other ending text line to the top or bottom of the screen and hit CTL-T or CTL-B.  The text has been marked.  Now hit CTL-C, and the marked text will be moved to the Windows clipboard.

To move the entire file to the clipboard:

While in LIST mode, hit CTL-A and then CTL-C.  

Notes on clipboard use:

· If one attempts to move more than 1mb of storage to the clipboard, ZBList will ask for confirmation.

· In ASCII mode, a line includes any Carriage-Return, and/or Line-Feed, not visible at the end of the line.
· If viewing in Hexadecimal mode, the top/bottom line only includes the 16 or 32 bytes actually displayed on the screen.

· If moving a block of text, one line may be marked in ASCII mode and the other line may be marked in HEX mode.

· If one is unsure whether any lines have been marked, CTL-V erases any “marks”.

· When one moves data to the clipboard with CTL-C, the “marks” are erased.
